SYNOPSIS:

On June 11, 2019, Poway sheriff's deputies responded to investigate a threat that had been received by a Poway High
School staff member. Deputies determined that an individual sent a Poway High School staff member an email claiming
one or more explosive devices had been concealed on campus. In coordination with high school staff, deputies secured
the campus and searched it with the assistance of Harbor Police K-9 units. No devices were found. Poway detectives
and other units are investigating the source of the original threat. All students and staff on campus are safe.

The Sheriff's Department would like to acknowledge the exceptional cooperation from the Poway High School staff in
ensuring this incident was resolved with professionalism and minimal disruption.
